Treasurer’s Report


Davenport explained the changes to the data sheet in the Financial Report. He concluded we are doing well. 


The domestic expenses for the travel program will be included with other administrative costs, but we will still be able to pull out the contribution of the Travel Program.


Cordes explained you are looking at the financial report that does not reflect how we do day to day business.  The money received from travel deposits is used to offset expenses.  In terms of actual expenditures, direct operating expenses are kept separate from travel. 


Davenport explained that on expenses, those cost items that are elective will have their own detail, for example, marketing; but soft costs will not be broken out.

Chair’s Report

Babcock reported on his activities since the last meeting. 
· Spoke at a meeting of the Mass Bay District Partner Church Council, in Belmont, MA. He did a presentation on Paths to Partnership. 

· Attended the Project Harvest Hope (PHH) Board meeting. 

· Worked on GA Program Planning. 

· Plans on going to Transylvania in November with John Gibbons for the anniversary of the church, leaving on Nov. 13.  Bertschausen is going as well but is returning on Nov. 11th.

· Attended the Community Capacity Building (CCB) Committee meeting with Cordes, Van Duizend, and Beach.

· Will be preaching at Castine, ME on Partnership. 

· Went congratulations to the UUNEI.

· On November 2, kids in his church will speak on their trip to Transylvania.
The Board  agreed we need a policy on reimbursement for travel. Babcock stated we will discuss it at the next meeting.


The Board  decided to send a gift(s) and a letter of proclamation or appreciation to the Transylvanian Unitarian Bishop for his retirement. Burciaga and Cordes will put a gift package together for Babcock to carry.

The new bishop will be elected the first weekend in December, but they have not determined the process for transition. Cordes will write to find out plans.

Executive Director’s report


The Director’s report is attached. She will send a copy of an information sheet she developed to explain Student Sponsorships (part of the PATHs program) to be attached.


GA programming. We have one slot which we are going to use to do a big splash on the Paths Program to show people how to do it. 


We have turned in an application for a second slot, which will be a worship service. Rev. Carolyn Owen Toole has agreed to be speaker. The minister from Burundi will be included. Other international representatives who attend GA will be included.


Partnerships. Lee Boeke Burke’s report was distributed to the Board. Cordes said, If you see opportunities to help Boeke, please let her know directly. 


The Board agreed we need to have connection between districts, networking, and Partnership development. Gibson will talk with Pat Rogers and Ann Gary about people from the old network system to develop advocates in the districts. 


Cordes will discuss the Networking plans with Beach and then proceed with convening the Networking Task Team.


Cordes talked to Eric Cherry, UUA, Jill McAllister, ICUU, Hilary Goodridge and John Gibbons, UU Funding Panel talking about making more funds available for international folks. There was lots of interest in the building program. 

Travel. The Travel Committee has a meeting next week. We will award grants in response to applications.

Coburn asked for the next Travel meeting to assess the outlook for 2009. 

Dale has two trips scheduled for next fall for a group from England and one from Germany.  

Annual Appeal. It will be done before our next meeting. Cordes will send the appeal letter to Babcock (for his signature).

Cordes said she knows it will be a different year. She increased her pledge and hopes others will do so as well. 

International Advisory Council

Beach reported on the Advisory Council, which meets quarterly. 
· At the last one, Bill Sinkford brought up that ICUU has three open positions and an officer position open. Nominations are due.

· Sinkford is going to Africa. There is information on the UUA International web site. 
· Cordes did a presentation on Paths to Partnership. Subsequently, there was some grumbling about why it is difficult to fill partnerships and some are moribund. How do we succeed in promoting international work?  Cordes responded that Partnership takes a core group of interested people and leadership from the pulpit. 

· A forum with theological grounding to raise involvement at the congregational level was suggested. Perhaps theological materials would encourage churches.

International Convocation of Unitarian * Universalist Women

Beach reported on the ICUUW convocation. 
· There will be people from 33 different countries and 36 states. Over 400 people are registered. 

· There are 32 women coming from other countries being sponsored by partner churches or the organizing group. 

Ralph gave details of plans for raising money and involvement of people in Houston. 

CCB Task Force

Cordes reported. The written report from Sharon Van Duizend is attached. They are looking at applying for outside funding to keep this going especially in the Philippines and India. We are set up in Transylvania if people want to schedule workshops. Dick Ford and Eileen Higgins are doing a workshop in India in January and one in the Philippines on Nov. 10.  Those are funded from the grant. There is about $14000 in the grant. Some people continue to support the grant on a monthly basis. It is enough to keep going.

Burciaga said if you ever find a project restricted to women and girls, the UUWF has a program to support. The Buhata Pinay Project, a women-focused development project, grew out of CCB.

Ralph reported he met with people from Meadville Lombard to have the Balzac Scholar come there to take a course and audit and take a weekend course with Sharon Welch and then come to Boston on January 20. Maybe we will have him sit in on our Board meeting. He talked to Lee Barker, president of Meadville, about institutionalizing this for Meadville Lombard and Star King, so the Balzac Scholar will always have time in Chicago.

International Work
DeForest Ralph noted that David Keyes is interim at First Church in Houston. Project Harvest Hope (PHH) will have a Board meeting in Houston just before the ICUU Women’s Convocation.

Cordes suggested that last year, we needed a longer conversation about the Paths Program from 7:30-9:00.

Babcock will set a date via email for an evening conference call probably in November or December to discuss international work and promoting partnerships. -

Communications Committee

Burciaga reminded everyone that there is another communications call on Nov. 13, 8:00 PM Eastern about congregations with more than one partnership.

Executive Director’s Report 

October 2008

PATHS Programs

The office is still working on the support processes and materials for the website for the PATHS program.  The new website is up and in beta test stage.  You can check it out at the following URL

http://test.uupcc.org

Lisa Gillispie has done most of the work changing it over to the new format so the pages are in place (mostly.) I am looking for a quality control person to test the site and help find all the dead ends.  I have asked pat Rodgers if she will do this but she has not gotten back to me yet as she is traveling. 

In doing this work, Ron has to rebuild the credit card function and do some of the work that requires programming that Lisa cannot do. This mostly involves the travel registration process and the credit card functioning for PATHS and the store. 

I met today with Lisa Rubin, the DRE in Bedford, MA to “test drive” the student sponsorship program.  She was most encouraging about the attractiveness of this for RE folks.  She and I will host a meeting for area RE people – not just the district, but also the whole area, including another district and southern New Hampshire February 5.  Meanwhile she had lots of advice about how to roll this program out.

First she said we should make a splash of it as our program at GA.  It is the best place to attract the most RE people.  She did not think that going to regional conferences put on by districts was going to be effective.  The district executive offices have shifted to policy governance and have dropped for the most part their “program coordinators.”  But she encouraged me to call the district executives and discuss how best to do this in each district.  

She also encouraged me to work with Ruth (our Ruth Gibson) to get the word out on the LREDA list.  I have attached the detail info sheet on the Student Sponsor program that I shared with Lisa.  Lisa liked it and loves the program. She feels that RE folks in general will like it because it is clear and EASY and meets their desire to have a simple program that will connect youth to international UUs.  She likes that it is focused on UUs.  She likes that it is ongoing (more than a one shot deal.) She thinks it is good for large and small churches.  So Ruth, you and I need to talk.

Current plans are for Margot and I to call the Dist. Execs. We will have a prepared list of questions.  The goal will be to find someone like Lisa who is willing to host the RE folks in a given area.  We will then identify someone who can go to that meeting. (Remember, I have a budget for travel if need be.)  The presenter will have a PowerPoint presentation (done) and all the materials (almost finished) they need. If we can get 5 of these set up between now and April it will be great.  I hope to learn from these and then do similar gatherings in other areas.

At the same time, we will develop materials that can go in the UUA congregational mailing probably in January.  The material will particularly target RE people.  We have to pay for this but it is not a lot considering it goes to every church. Again, the grant funds will cover this expense.

I am meeting with Eric Cherry and Hilary Goodrich of the UU Funding Panel tomorrow.  The purpose of the meeting is to talk about an Africa fund, but I intend to begin the discussion of the Build our Faith program at the same time.

GA

I am submitting an application to the GA Planning committee for the international worship service.  Rev. Dr. Carolyn Owen Towle has agreed to give the sermon.  We will include as many international ministers as we can find.  

The second program is not due until Nov 15.  Harold, Beverly, Barbara and I are working on that one.  After my talk with Lisa today, I think it should be a real “how to” on international involvement with the PATHs program as the centerpiece and do a really great job of it.

Winter Retreat

As you know, the dates for the retreat have been set for Jan 21 to 24 in Bedford MA.  Plans are underway for a Friday night program for partner churches in the district (there are 22)  deForest is bring Endre Nagy, the current Balazs Scholar at Starr King and his wife Eva.  I have a host for them so that they do not have to send all their time at our meetings.  I have not yet but will find hosts for all of you.  Please let me know if you have special needs or if you are NOT coming.  (George, this in not an option for you.  It will be a new year and you have to come.)

Outreach - ongoing search for new partners  

Lee’s report will be distributed along with this one.  She is committed to getting new partners as soon as possible.  She has completed an initial follow up on all the leads from GA. 

Community Capacity Building Task Force

I am also sending a report from Sharon Van Duizend, the chair.  Harold, Barbara and I were there and can answer any questions you might have.

Travel

The travel committee will be meeting next week.  We have 4 applications for travel grants.  It has been a very successful year.  The new office procedures have gone VERY smoothly and the online registration system is awesome! Ron designed this and developed it (volunteer) and it has so far this year saved us almost $3000 in bookkeeping costs because of the new streamlined billing system that goes with it.  

John Dale has done an outstanding job in a very busy year with over 25 trips.  There is one more to go – Appleton WI.  Rodger is going to Transylvania next month with his church to dedicate a new building in Deva.  

Annual Appeal 

I am working on the letter now.  Everything else is in place to be ready to go at the end of October with mailing to go out the beginning of November.

Newsletter

I want to recognize Nancy Daugherty again for all the work she does to put together the newsletter.  This is another great issue.  I hope you all received your copy in the mail by now.

Synopsis of CCB Task Force Meeting  September 25-27, 2008
Falls Church, Virginia

After assessing a five-year Pilot I Phase of the Community Capacity Building Program in The Philippines, Transylvania, and most recently India, the task force met to determine 

whether this innovative and transformative process was economically viable and sustainable as an increasingly strong and sought-after cornerstone of our partnerships. As our available funds for CCB are dwindling, it was our goal to explore how it could continue.

We are resolved to enter into a Pilot II Phase over the next five years involving the following approaches:

1. Seeking grants, fee adjustments, and bridge loans, including those relating to faith-based initiatives.

2. Creating self-sustaining programs within each country that CCB is currently operating with local people on the ground in those places that can run the CCB operation with some additional training.

3. Exploring marketing options and offering CCB workshops / greater understanding among our NA congregations

4. Planning for increased support staff and office space as the overall operation evolves

5. Clarifying how CCB is related to UUPCC

6. Increasing our follow-up capabilities and assessing the success of each individual workshop.
