Report from the International Advisory Committee
Beach reported.
1. Ambassadors. John Gibbons sees an uncertainty within the Transylvanian church. Time will settle it.
2. ICUUW report: The ICUUW was very successful and affirmed the foundation of partnership, which made that possible. Every international woman who asked to come was able to come except the five African women whose visa’s were denied.  Beach will forward John Clifford’s report on his visit to Africa.

3. On the proposals to Shelter Rock, we don’t know how many will be approved. The congregation votes on May 20. 
4.  German Unitarians have fallen on hard times and are not sure will continue to exist. They have not had a ministerial model. They have been an extended fellowship, stalwart humanists. 
5. UU visit of Kristin Uban. There is a new RKK  partnership with Pasadena UU in CA. There will be five representatives at GA
6. There is a group collaborating to continue the success of the convocation. 
GA Planning Schedule


Cordes reported.

· Our one workshop is not at the best time.

· Heard from Nicole, we have used the International office room for our breakfast board meetings, but this year at that same time is the International Organization breakfast.  Cordes suggested Thursday afternoon from 1:00 to 2:30, not opposite a plenary.

· The workshop on  Friday is 6:30 to 8:00 PM. 

· Saturday is Annual Meeting and Lunch.

· Exhibit Hall: All international organizations are going to combine resources and be part of a big international group. We will still have same amount of space but will be included in the larger area.
· Cordes would like each Board member to schedule time at the booth.  Purpose: What is clear is that the success of Tulsa with Uganda shows that we need to personally invite churches to partner with specific churches. It seems to work better, than free form that waits for the churches to decide, giving prospective partners an idea of churches available and inviting them to partner. Cordes requested that everybody on the Board pick a church in their region that they would like to invite to partner as a test. If Board members would sign up at the booth, it will offer a way to talk to people, but also provide a way to meet with people. Margot will send out a schedule. 


Beach suggested another approach-- we say we have the person for you, and get back to them.  Another question: What do we need to know about the church/cong that will enable them to be good partners? 


Cordes explained are steering very small churches to sponsorship. But need to find the larger ones for full partnership. Davenport and Ralph could find churches in the South West. 
Neither Candidate for president’s churches are part of PCC, but both have international activities. 


Gibson will not be at GA. 

Partnerships
Cordes reported

· Tulsa has voted to partner with the UU Church in Kampala, Uganda. Once done, we will send that to them. Rev. Mark Kiyimba is coming to GA thanks to the Tulsa Church. It will help bring the two merging churches in Tulsa and in revitalizing their partnership with their Transylvanian partner church.
· Rev. Tittle is very interested in Africa and leads tours to S. Africa. Cordes has worked with him re Capetown, He is working on a Capetown connection.

General Assembly

The Bishop and the ministers from Uganda and Burundi and Helpme Mohrman from India are coming to GA. We are not doing the international worship this year because there is no time slot. We will have all those people at one of our Board meetings. And need to make sure that Bálint and RKK are hosted. Also, they will all be our guests at the luncheon, 12:00 to 1:30 PM on Saturday.

Cordes does not know the expense yet. UUPCC offered to share expenses for the Bishop, which is to be worked out.

We have a grant in one of our restricted funds that no longer has a restriction. The money left is the money we raised. This is the appropriate place to close out the little grants. 


Ferenc Bálint is coming to Boston. Cordes will send a message about this schedule and expenses. Coburn will talk about care and feeding. 


Beach just got the schedule about international events.  Beach read the names of the international guests listed in the email. 

There were expressions of disappointment that there is no International Worship scheduled for GA and that worship at GA seems to have been pushed out by other events. Perhaps there should be an examination of of the relationship of Unitarian Universalist Worship and our international work.
