Cordes and Babcock will do the Paths presentation. All of the international guest have been invited to the luncheon, and they have all accepted. The Bishop will speak.  Helpme will bring greetings from India. We will introduce George and Mark, representing our newest partnership. We are going to ask Endre and Eva to entertain, since they are accomplished musicians. We will have our slide show during lunch. We have included photos of the orphanage, pictures from Africa, etc. Board members who have good photos, e.g., from Deva church dedication, Bishops' ordination, recent Philippines events, should send them to the office with captions. 

We will be having mini-workshops at the booth, designed for 3-9 people. We have a number of suggested topics.  Board members should let the office know if they have a time slot they would prefer. 
Board meeting will be on Thursday from 1:00-4:30 PM in the Brighton Room of the Marriot. The Friday morning meeting will be a breakfast meeting with all the international participants, so that the Board will have time to talk to them, informally and formally. There was a discussion of whether there should be an agenda or list of questions that should be posed during that meeting.
